


Step one

¾ Because you aren't going to be editing 

the main picture you donôt need to copy 

the main layer 

¾ Just make an empty layer on top of the 

background layer, make sure to name it 

ñlinesò so you donôt get confused





¾ First set the paintbrush to the thickness 

(and color) that you want, 7 or 8 is a 

good size

¾Now select the pen tool, make sure that 

the paths are selected

¾ Start tracing your object





¾ Because the pen tool is using points 

rather than pixels you can mess up and 

then change it with the ñadd anchor 

pointò or ñdelete anchor pointò (pen 

menu)

¾The ñsticksò (handles) coming off the 

anchor are to change the curve 



¾Once traced right click and select stroke 

path

¾ make sure that the brush is selected 

then hit ok





¾ You keep doing this on all the main lines

¾Once you have finished with the main 

lines select the paint brush and open the 

brush  menu

¾Check the ñShape Dynamicsò  box and 

chose the  settings given in the snap 

shot





¾Now it is time to stroke the accent lines, 

you will want a smaller brush ( 4 or 5 ) 

¾Use the  pen tool to trace the lines that 

will add to the over all detail 



¾We will stroke the path but select 

ñstimulate brush pressureò

¾ This will taper the stroke so it

Looks more like a drawing 



¾ Keep doing this until all the lines are 

traced, and donôt worry about being 

accurate. 

¾ It can get confusing on some of the 

smaller lines so I will put a white layer 

underneath the line layer to quick see 

what I have done 





¾Now duplicate the ñlinesò layer and 

rename it ñcolorò 

¾Drag it under the lines layer

¾ Select a color that most matches you 

object. And fill it with using the paint 

bucket

¾ You may need to use the paint brush to 

fill the gaps, but use the color that you 

are filling with





¾ You can probably notice that there isn't 

much depth to the color so we will be 

using the burn tool to do the shading 

¾ I used an exposure of about 30% and a 

brush hardness of 0% 

¾ It helps to switch from main pic to use it 

as a reference 





¾Now you are done with the main 

vectorizing feel free to do what ever you 

want with the background
