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Introduction

BYU-Idaho has implemented the Event Management System (EMS) as a tool to track reservations and details associ-
ated with them. The software includes utilities to create, manage, and report on events. Benefits of EMS include:

Facilities and resources become better utilized through improved management:
9 Space utilization can be optimized.
9 Requestors gain more input and control on the details of their reservations.
9  Filters make it possible to search for locations by audience size, room type, and features.
91 Coordinated use of resources can be controlled by inventory.
91  Event coordinators facilitate requests of support services (audio/visual, custodial, setups, equipment, etc.).

Better communication comes as institutional planning, scheduling, and resource utilization are combined into
a consistent central operation. Key aspects include:

More thoughtful preparation results in better communication and more complete bookings.
Filters enable calendars displaying information for specific interest.

RSS feeds give updates for new events, changes, delays, or cancelations.
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Event dates can be transferred to personal calendars.
